Tioga County MRC Mission Statement

The primary mission of the Natrona County MRC is to provide support to first responders and others in the event of a mass casualty event. The MRC provides medical support services at events to train and prepare to support the community in the event of a disaster.

The focus of the Snohomish County DEM is on having local medical professionals and medical support staff available to support their communities in an emergency.

The primary focus of the Reno County MRC is to distribute pharmaceuticals to the community during an emergency and provide surge capacity to local response agencies and hospitals.

Originally, the focus of the Denton County MRC was to establish a pool of volunteers as part of the Public Health Preparedness initiatives. Their primary focus was to respond to public health emergencies. However, the scope has expanded during the past year to encompass all hazards disaster response and public health activities. Most recently, it has focused on the Surgeon General’s priorities. 

The mission of the Derry MRC is to identify, educate, and train area medical and health professionals who will contribute their skills and expertise through volunteer service for communities to be better prepared to respond to community needs, public health issues, and terrorism threats.

The mission of the Tioga County Health Department MRC is to promote health and prevent illness and injury by having volunteers prepared to supplement the public health department’s response in an emergency or public health need. 

The Peninsula MRC’s mission is to augment and assist community operations during large-scale emergencies, assist with the response to pressing healthcare needs, and improve community emergency preparedness.

The mission of the Orange County Medical Reserve Corps is to enhance the emergency preparedness and response capabilities of Orange County through advanced registration, organization and training of volunteer health professionals who can be readily mobilized to respond to a major emergency or disaster, whether man-made or natural, when the existing health infrastructure is overwhelmed and unable to provide needed medical care in a timely manner.

The mission of the SVN Medical Reserve Corps (MRC) is to establish teams of local volunteer health professionals and others who contribute their time and expertise promoting healthy living throughout the year and preparing for and responding to emergencies.

The Maine Township Regional Medical Reserve Corps was founded to create a cadre of health, medical and general volunteers that can serve and support local municipalities including 1st responders, area hospitals and extended care facilities in times of major emergencies or disasters.
