MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING

EMERGENCY AND NON-EMERGENCY SERVICES BETWEEN THE Your Name MEDICAL RESERVE CORPS AND THE

 MEDICAL RESERVE CORPS
This Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is entered into by the Your Name Medical Reserve Corps, the Government of Your Town/County, the Your relationship Agency and the 



 Medical Reserve Corps for the purposes of providing emergency and non-emergency services in the interest of public safety.  In accordance with, but limited to, Your Resolution, the Illinois Administrative Code Title 29, 20 ILCS 3305/13, 65 ILCS 5/11-1-2.1, and 65 ILCS 5/11-6-1.1, the parties agree to provide mutual assistance during emergency and non-emergency situations in order to carry out a specific role and/or task in the interest of ensuring public safety of their respective citizens.

Therefore, it is mutually agreed between the parties that:

1. The Your Name Medical Reserve Corps (MRC) will respond to any authorized request for assistance from the 



Medical Reserve Corps or their designee based on member availability.

2. The



 Medical Reserve Corps will respond to any authorized request for assistance from the MRC or their designee based on member availability.

3. Both parties reserve the right to hold back and/or maintain personnel and/or equipment in their respective jurisdictions in order to maintain adequate emergency services.  In the event that a unit and/or personnel are unavailable (i.e. out of service, committed to another emergency, etc.), no back up or alternate units and/or personnel shall be required to respond.

4. MRC staff and volunteers will perform their duties in accordance with “Standard Operating Policies/Guidelines” approved by the MRC Board, as well as all applicable Local, State, and Federal ordinances, statutes, and/or regulations.

Medical Reserve Corps personnel will perform their duties in accordance with “Standard Operating Policies/Guidelines” approved by the 


Medical Reserve Corps Board, as well as all applicable Local, State, and Federal ordinances, statutes, and/or regulations.

6. The parties agree that when requested, responding personnel will report to and serve under the direction of the requesting jurisdiction’s Incident Commander (IC) and in accordance with the National Incident Management System (NIMS).

7. The parties agree that when activities exceed four (4) hours in length, the requesting jurisdiction will provide responding personnel with sustenance.

8. The parties agree that when activities exceed twelve (12) hours in length, the requesting jurisdiction will provide re-fueling of vehicles and/or fuel powered equipment or provide reimbursement for replenishment of fuel expended.

9. The parties agree to jointly participate in routine training exercises between both jurisdictions.  Documentation of said training exercises shall be jointly shared between the jurisdictions.

10. The Government of yours, the yours Emergency Management Agency and the Your Name Medical Reserve Corps shall hold harmless and indemnify the



Medical reserve Corps, it’s sponsors, its officials, officers, employees and agents from and against any and all claims, actions, causes of action, damages and lawsuits arising out of the actions of the 



Medical Reserve Corps, its sponsor, its officials, officers, employees and agents under the terms of this Memorandum of Understanding, including without limitation any award, settlement, judgement, reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs

11. The 



Medical Reserve Corps shall hold harmless and indemnify the Government of Yours, the Yours Emergency Management Agency (EMA) and the Your Name Medical Reserve Corps and their officials, officers, employees and agents from and against any and all claims, actions, causes of action, damages and lawsuits arising out of the actions of the Government of Yours, the Yours Emergency Management Agency (EMA) and the Your Name Medical Reserve Corps their officials, officers, employees and agents under the terms of this Memorandum of Understanding, including without limitation any award, settlement, judgement, reasonable attorneys’ fees and costs.  
12. Each jurisdiction agrees to waive all claims against the other party for compensation for any loss, damage, personal injury or death, occurring as a result of performance in conjunction with this memorandum of understanding (MOU). General liability insurance, personal injury insurance, and property/vehicle insurance shall be the responsibility of each jurisdiction to maintain.

13. All services rendered and/or performed under this memorandum of understanding (MOU) shall be without reimbursement, unless previously stated within this MOU.

14. The term of this memorandum of understanding will be for one (1) calendar year, to begin on the effective date of this MOU.  The MOU will renew automatically, on the anniversary of the effective date, without any further action by either party, for successive one (1) year terms, unless one party shall give the other party written notice of non-renewal sixty (60) days prior to the expiration of the current term.  
15. Notice or other writings which any party is required to, or may wish to, serve upon any other party in conjunction with this MOU shall be in writing and shall be delivered personally or sent by registered or certified mail, return receipt requested, postage prepaid, addressed as follows:
