Assess clients for contraindications to prophylactic agents.  For each clinic setting, someone will take the role of “Lead” Medical Screener.  A public health physician will be “on call” for any final recommendations/decisions.

Initial Action:

__ Put on ID badge and vest/uniform shirt

__ Arrive at assigned site when notified and check in with Lead Medical Manager.

__ Read this entire Job Action Sheet.

__ Obtain orientation and familiarize yourself with all clinic areas.

__ Review screening form and familiarize self with contraindications, potential drug interactions, medication/vaccine/biologic side effects, and disease symptoms.

__ Identify the Lead Medical Screener for the clinic.

__ Assist in setting up the clinic operation and ensure appropriate supplies and documents are available to all screeners.

__ Verify the physician “on call” and appropriate contact information.
Primary Duties:

__ Review screening form for evidence of contraindication or potential drug interaction to first-line prophylactic agent and disease symptoms.

__ Will assure that the Patient Medical History and Consent form is complete and questions asked in the medical history are clear to the client.

__ Will verbally confirm each condition for both client and any close contacts.

__ Will discuss the medical conditions that could make s/he ineligible to receive the prophylactic agent and determine if such conditions are present.

__ Will confer with Lead Screener or physician “on call” if further consultation/evaluation regarding eligibility is needed.

__ Will answer any medical questions concerning prophylaxis method and reactions.

__ If no contraindications/interactions or disease symptoms, direct client to vaccination or dispensing waiting area.

__ For non-English reading/speaking clients, contact interpreter and obtain information necessary to complete screening form.

__ If client refuses recommended prophylactic agent, have client sign declination, sign as witness.

__ Will ask the client to sign the consent form before proceeding to vaccination/dispensing station.    (signature must be witnessed)

__ If patient opts out or is deferred, document this status and notify Clinic Flow staff to escort them to Forms Collection station.

__ Refer distressed, upset and anxious clients to the Counseling & Support area.

__ Request additional forms and other supplies from Supply Manager.
Deactivation Phase:

__ Prepare Medical Screening station for next clinic.

__ Assist with the tear down and clean up of the area.

__ Check out with Lead Medical Manager.

__ Identify issues for debriefing report.

__ Participate in debriefing sessions at shift change or close of clinic.
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
