Initial Action:

__ Put on ID badge and vest/uniform shirt

__ Arrive at assigned site when notified and check in with Lead Medical Manager.

__ Read this entire Job Action Sheet.

__ Obtain orientation and familiarize yourself with all clinic areas.

__ Assist in setting up vaccination station (site cleansing supplies, sharps container, vaccine, injection supplies, bandages, emergency supplies, lined wastebasket, pens, forms).

__ Obtain orientation regarding specific tasks and instructions for specific vaccine/biologic.

__ Review printed/other materials on injection administration.
Primary Duties:

__ Answer final client questions.


__ Review screening and consent form to rule out contraindications.


__ Check that client has signed consent form.


__ Prepare vaccine/biologic and/or fill syringes, as needed.


__ Administer vaccination and apply dressing to vaccination site.


__ Provide instructions on care of site.


__ Observe for immediate reactions/complications and respond; request Emergency Medical Staff assistance, as needed.


__ Document product administered on client’s form, including lot # and label.


__ Refer distressed, upset and anxious clients to the Counseling & Support area.


__ Request additional forms and other supplies from Supply Manager/Assistant Runner.

Deactivation Phase:

__ Reconstitute vaccine per protocol as needed.


__ Re-pack supplies conveniently for next clinic.

__ Clear and clean station area.

__ Assist with the tear down and clean up of the area.

__ Check out with Lead Medical Manager.

__ Identify issues for debriefing report.

__ Participate in debriefing sessions at shift change or close of clinic.
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
